Glnumuze bazi onanmlarla gelen camii,
orijinal 6zelligini bliylik olclide korumakta ve
islevini devam ettirmektedir. Enine dikdort-
gen planh yap, distan yaklasik 13.00x30.60
m. boyutlarindadir. Farkh capta 4 kubbeyle
ortlilen harimin kuzeybati kdsesinde tiirbe
ve kuzey cephenin dogu tarafinda tek sere-
feli minare yer alir. Kuzey cephenin orta boli-
miinde ise onceden lic gozlli son cemaat ye-
rinin oldugu saniimaktadir. Yapinin duvar ve
ortl sisteminde sanmtrak renkte ince yonu
trakit tasi, payelerde bazalt tasi, minber ile
bir kapisinda mermer malzeme kullanilmistir.
Temiz bir iscilik vardir. Cephelerde ikiser sira
pencere acilarak duvarlann masifligi gideril-
mistir. Cami, genelinde sade insaa edilmekle
birlikte, dikkati ceken bezemeler aviu kapi-
sinda, mihrap, minber ve harimin bati boli-
mundeki ahsap mahfilde gérilir. 1081H./16
Eyliil 1670 M. tarihinde insa edilmistir

Murat Pasa Mosque

Having undergone several renovations
the mosque has kept to this day much of
its original features and function. It is bu-
ilt to a rectangular plan with external di-
mensions of 13.00m x 30.60m. There is a
single-galleried minaret to the east of the
north side and a roof with 4 domes of var-
ying diameter enclosing the shrine in the
nort
hwest corner. It is supposed that the midd-
le section of the north side was originally a
three-sectioned ‘last assembly’ space. The
walls and roof of the building are of yello-
wish trachyte stone, with pillars of basalt
and the pulpit and one door made of marb-
le. The workmanship is fine. Breaking up
the solid stone walls of the sides open out
two rows of windows. In what is a generally
plain style of architecture, the decoration
of the courtyard door, the niche, the pulpit
and the west side of the shrine of wood are
worth noticing. It was dedicated on Sep-
tember 16th 1670 (Islamic Calendar: 1081).
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
