DARU’Z-ZIKR MESCIDI

Bal Hasan mahallesindedir. Yapinin insa ki-
tabesi yoktur. Ancak plan ve mihrap eleman-
lannin 6zellikleri, Nigde ve Bor'daki Karaman
Ogullan dénemi cami ve mescitleriyle biiyiik
benzerlik gostermektedir. Ayrica yapinin ismi
1476M. tarihli tapu tahrir defterinde gecmek-
tedir. Bundan dolay1 XV. yy. baslarinda insa
edildigi gorisi hakimdir. Bazi onanmlarla
glnimuze gelen camii, orijinal 6zelligini ve
fonksiyonunu korumaktadir. Harimin kuzey
tarafina son cemaat niteliginde basit bir
mekan eklenmis, avlu kismina da -2 odaiile
hela ve abdest musluklan yapilmistir.

Distan 9.50x10.30 m. élclilerinde olan yapi,
diiz ahsap tavanh camiler gurubundadir. Son
cemaat yeri ve minaresi yoktur. Ustten egimli
sac cati ile ortilidur. Duvarlarninda kaba yonu
tas, ciimle kapisi — stitun, kemer ve mihrapta
ince tonu tas, ortii sisteminde ahsap malze-
me kullamlmistir. Harime, kuzey cepheden
sonradan eklenen basit hacimden girilir. I¢
mekan 7.80x8.50 m. dlcllerindedir. Dogu-
Bati dogrultusunda yerlestirilen ticer gozli,
iki sira sivri kemerle mihraba paralel lic sah-
na aynlmisti. Mihrap mukarnas kavsaralidir.

Oldukca sade insaa edilen yapida en onemli
bezeme mihraptadir.

DARUZ-ZIKR MESCIT

In the Bal Hasan Quarter. There is no ins-
cription on the building. However elements of
the design and of the niche show a great re-
semblance to mosques in Nigde and Boe da-
ting from the time Karaman ogullan. Also the
name of the building appears in the Tapu Tah-
rir Defteri dating from 1476 A:D. Therefore the
construction can be dated to the early 16th C.
A.D. Having undergone various modifications
the mosque has retained much of its original
form and function. To the north of the edifice
there has been added a simple last assembly
area, and in the courtyard there are one of 2
rooms with taps for ablutions.

With external dimensions of 950m x
10.30m it belongs to the group of mosques
built to a rectangular plan with a flat wooden
roof. There is no Last Assembly Area and no
minaret. It is closed at the top with a sloping
roof. The walls are of thick stone; the partitio-
ned door-column, arch and niche of thin sto-
ne and for the roofing wood is employed. The
edifice is entered through a small room that
was added later to the north side. The inte-
rior dimensions are 7.80m x 8.50m. Running
east to west are three-sectioned, twin pointed
arches running parallel to the niche in three
stages. The niche is decorated with a weave
pattern. In a relatively plain building the most
important decoration is found in the niche.
