Submissions by mail shall not be taken into consideration. 
 

2. All information and documents to be submitted by investors must be in Turkish. All information 
and documents may be submitted in foreign language providing that the Turkish translations thereof are 
presented with certification by a Turkish consulate abroad or a respective consulate in Turkey. The 
certified translation text shall be taken as the basis in evaluation. 
 

3. The local and foreign investors, applying for a public land allocation within the stipulated period, 
are required to submit a letter of termless performance security of a value of 5% of the approximate total 
investment cost located inside and outside of Culture and Tourism Conservation and Development 
Regions, Tourism Areas, Tourism Centers, and in places specified for a tourism usage according with the 
development plans. Applications without a letter of security shall not be taken into consideration. 
 

4. Investors may apply for several parcels. However, a separate file shall be prepared for each 
parcel and the letter of termless performance security for values at the above rates as per total 
investment costs, and the specifications purchase receipt or bank receipt shall be enclosed into the 
related file. 
 

5. The applications to the Ministry, will be evaluated not only by the financial adequacy  but also by 
the experience in the sector in accordance with the Article 11 of the “Regulations For Public Land 
Allocation For Tourism Investments” and the matters within the scope of the Public Land Allocation 
Specification. 
 

6.  A negotiation for a direct contribution of investors to social and technical infrastructure shall be 
held in between the qualified investors for the parcels having several applications. The parcels with only 
one application shall be evaluated and concluded by the Land Allocation Commission. In this situation, a 
direct contribution which will be determined by the Land Allocation Commission for the realization of 
social and technical infrastructure in relation with the type of investment and region shall be required. 
 

7. The Ministry shall return the bid bonds of the investors who have not been granted a preliminary 
permit. The investors may obtain the letters of termless performance security personally within a period of 
15 days after the conclusion of the allocation evaluation. The bonds shall be returned by mail in the event 
of failure in collection thereof personally. However, the Ministry shall not be held responsible for the 
delays and losses in mail.

7) A work partnership or consortium contract, appro ved by the notary public, in case of 
joint ventures  application:   

 
In case of joint-ventures applications, the applications of work partnerships will submit partnership 

contracts, approved by the notary public, or consortiums will submit a consortium agreements (which is 
stated in the ratio of equity capital). 
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The pilot partner in partnership contracts, and coordinator partner in the consortium agreements 

will be defined and a sample of the work-partnerships or the consortium contracts, approved by the notary 
public, shall be submitted to the Ministry. For all kinds of procedures, demand or notifications of the 
Ministry, the addressed person is the pilot or the coordinator. 

 
The notifications to the pilot partner in partnership contracts, and coordinator partner in the 

consortium agreements shall be accepted as the notifications to the joint ventures. 
 
In the work partnership agreements and contracts, it shall be stated that the real and corporate 

bodies are to be responsible for realization of their commitment as cooperative and successively. On the 
other hand, in the consortium agreements and contracts, the real and corporate bodies shall clarify that 
which part of the work they commit and they realize their commitment with the coordinator partner.  

 
In case of the spoiling of the partnership, the pilot or the coordinator will continue to the allocation 

period, if the pilot or the coordinator proves that he will be able to complete the investment with the 50% 
of its own equity capital. 

 
The applications for the allocation of public lands to the Ministry will be concluded within 2 ( two ) 

months of duration following the submission of all the information and documents to the Ministry. It will be 
extended by the Ministry in case it is required.  
 
 8) Investment Time Table:   

 
The beginning and the completion phases of the investment about the preliminary permit period 

and final allocation period will be shown according to the articles of the “Regulations of Public Land 
Allocation for Tourism Investments “ on the “Investment Time Table” in which an example given in the 
Annexes 1-2. 

 
 

B) Evaluation of The Bid Proposals:  
 

The applications to the Ministry will be evaluated in terms of both financial adequacy and 
experiences in the sector determined in the report of the financial consultant in accordance with the 
Article 11 of The “Regulations of Public Land Allocation For Tourism Investments” and the matters within 
the scope of the Public Land Allocation Specification by the Land Allocation Commision. 

 
A negotiation for a direct contribution of investors to social and technical infrastructure shall be 

held in between the qualified investors for the parcels having several applications. The regulations and 
procedures for the negotiation will be identified by the commission and notified to the investors. Before 
the negotiation, a letter of termless performance security (according to the regulations and procedures for 
the negotiation) with a total amount of the first proposed contribution and  a letter of commitment, 
approved by the notary public, requiring the acceptance of these rules and procedures will be submitted 
to the Ministry by the investors at the negotiation phase. 

 
 It is required that the investor shall submit a letter of termless performance security -for the 

difference between his proposal at the beginning of the negotiation and the one at the end of the 
negotiation- to the Ministry. 

 
The preliminary permit shall be given to the investor meeting this liabilities by the Land Allocation 

Commision. The letters of final and termless performance security shall be returned to the investor whom 
the preliminary permit does not given. The letters of final and termless performance security can be taken 
by personally by the investor in 15 days following the evaluation of the allocation, if the investor demands. 
In case of not being taken personally, the letters of final and termless performance security will be 
returned by mail. However the Ministry is not responsible for the delays and losts in the mail.  

 
If the investor, giving the highest offer, gives up his commitment or does not submit additional bid 

bond due to the causes except for compulsory or public-oriented ones, the letter of performance security 
taken in the application and the letter of performance security in order to join the negotiation will be 
converted to cash and foreclosed to the treasury. 

 
At this point at the end of the negotiation, the Ministry offer to the investor who proposed the 

second maximum contribution for the social and technical infrastructure to submit the letter of termless 
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performance security with the amount proposed for social and technical infrastructure at the end of the 
negotiation. After these liabilities are met, the preliminary permit will be given to the investor by the Land 
Allocation Commision. 

 
If the investor who proposed the second maximum contribution for social and technical 

infrastructure does not accept the offer of the Ministry, the land for the allocation will be offered to the 
other investors in order in case of accepting the contribution amunt proposed by the second investor. 

 
It will be required from the investor who granted for the preliminary permit, to pay a contribution 

for social and technical infrastructure as cash to the account number of DÖSIMM (Döner Sermaye 
I� letmeleri Merkez Müdürlügü.) If it is paid, the letters of performance security will be given back to the 
investor. If the amount is not paid due to the causes except for compulsory and public-oriented ones, the 
preliminary permit will be canceled by the Ministry. The letters of performance security for the preliminary 
permit and for the negotiation shall be foreclosed to the treasury.  
 

The parcels with only one application will be evaluated and concluded by the Land Allocation 
Commission. In this situation, a direct contribution of the investor (determined by the commission) shall be 
demanded for social and technical infrastructure according to the qualities of the region in which the 
investment shall be operated and according to the properties of the project. 

 
At the end of the evaluation of the applications, the Ministry is free with regard to whether the 

allocation of the immovables in this Specification is realized or not. 
 

In the event non-allocation of the parcels demanded by the investors, the commission may 
recommend one or more parcels of the lots announced for the allocation according to the investors who 
will have assistance for the development of the tourism. 

 
 

C) REQUIREMENTS FOR THE INVESTORS GRANTED FOR THE ALLOCATION  
 
 The Period of Preliminary Permit 
  

The investor is granted preliminary permit, not longer than a six-month term, for mapping and 
planning works, confirmation procedure and incorporating a tourism-oriented joint-stock company. 
 
 In order to validate the preliminary permit, within a one-month term following the registered 
notification date of the decision of preliminary permit to the investor; 
 

a) The Letter of Termless Performance Security, at an amount of 5% of the total investment 
cost, 

 
b) The Letter of Commitment of Preliminary Permit approved by the Notary Public, 
 
c) Work Schedule for preliminary permit (Annex 2) 

 
have to be submitted to the Ministry by the investor. 

 
 Preliminary Permit begins on the submission date of the Letter of Performance Security, The 
Letter Of Commitment and Work Schedule to the Ministry, and then the Letter of Performance Security, 
submitted to the Ministry in the phase of application, is returned. 
 
 Unless these requirements are met, the request of the investor for preliminary permit is regarded 
as invalid and the cost of the Letters of Security, submitted in the phase of application and for contribution 
to social and technical infrastructure, is foreclosed to the treasury. 
 
 Within the period of Preliminary Permit, the investor; 
 

a) Prepares Land Use Maps and Implementation Plans of the subject areas of investment which 
does not have 1/1.000 scale Implementation Plans and submits them to the related 
institutions for approval. Realizes allotment, integration, relinquishment and similar operations 
of the immovable which is granted preliminary permit, 
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b) For the immovables under the ownership of the Forest or the Treasury as the forest status, 
the tree survey plans shall be prepared and submitted to the Ministry of Environment and 
Forestry for the approval. After the approval, they shall be submitted to the Ministry along with 
the documents demanded in the preliminary permit. The permission of the Ministry of 
Environment and Forestry shall be required for compulsive cut down of tree aimed at 
realization of the facility.  

 
c) Obtains application drawings approved by the administration of Land Register and Surveying, 

 
d) Incorporates a joint-stock company, which has registered tourism among its fields of activity, 

pursuant to the provisions of The Turkish Law of Commerce, dated 29.06.1956, no. 6762, 
 

1) The incorporated joint-stock company has to have an amount of capital at least 50 % of 
the total investment cost of the immovable granted preliminary permit. 

2) The share of real or corporate bodies in the joint-stock company, who are granted 
preliminary permit, cannot be below 51%. 

 
e) Obtains Tourism Investment Certificate in accordance with the Regulations on Certification 

and Qualifications of Tourism Facilities, 
 
f) Obtains necessary permissions in accordance with the Regulations of Environmental Impact 

Assessment (EIA), within the areas where EIA Report has to be prepared, 
 

g) Submits the site plan approved by the Municipality, which shall be the base of leasing cost 
calculations, together with the documents requested in preliminary permit, in the events that 
total investment cost is calculated by square meter, 

 
h) Puts out the cost of contribution to social and technical infrastructure, proposed in the phase 

of negatiation and submitted as the letter of performance security to the Ministry, to the 
account to be determined by the Ministry. 

 
Unless the investor meets the liabilities for the reasons except for compulsory od public-oriented 

in the period of preliminary permit, the preliminary permit will be cancelled by the Ministry. The letter of 
performance security taken at the application and the letter of commitment taken at the negotiation will be 
converted to the cash and foreclosed to the treasury. 

 
Unless the investor meets the requirements for the reasons compulsory or public-oriented, in the 

period of preliminary permit, in case of demand of the investor, preliminary permit is cancelled by The 
Ministry and the letters of security is returned.  

 
In this case, the sentences of the article 10 of the Regulation shall be applied for the public land 

to be discharged.   
 

 
The Period of Final Allocation 
 
Final allocation is made with a commissional decision for the investor, who meets the 

requirements of preliminary permit and delivers the paper to the Ministry, indicating that the cost of 
contribution to social and technical infrastructure is put out to the account determined by the Ministry and 
the letter of performance security for final allocation is returned. 

 
 In order to validate the final allocation, within a one-month term following the registered 
notification date of the decision of final allocation to the investor; 
 

a) The Letter of Termless Performance Security, at an amount of 10% of the total investment 
cost, 

 
b) The Letter of Commitment for Final Allocation Conditions approved by the Notary Public, 

 
c) Work Schedule (Annex 3) 

 
have to be submitted to the Ministry by the investor. 
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The letter of performance security for preliminary permit is returned after submitting the letter of 
security for final allocation. 

 
After submitting these documents to the Ministry; the easement, leasing or land rights are 

demanded from the Ministry of Finance. 
 
Except for the reasons compulsory or public-oriented, and which source from the administrative 

and judicial disputes acceptable by the Ministry; the allocation for the investor, who has not been able to 
meet the requirements for final allocation within the terms determined in the final allocation paper, is 
cancelled by the Ministry and the securities are foreclosed to the treasury. In this case, all sorts of 
buildings and facilities on the land are foreclosed to the treasury without charge. The investor cannot 
claim any right and charge for these items. 
 

In this case, the sentences of the article 10 of the Regulation shall be applied for the public land 
to be discharged. 
  

Buildings, facilities and outbuildings on the lands, where the allocation has been cancelled or 
allocation term has expired, are foreclosed to the treasury without charge. The investor cannot claim any 
right and charge for these items. 

 
 However, these terms are paused, in the events that there are compulsory or public-oriented 
reasons, which interfere the operations of development plan decisions and architectural project 
preparation; such as, EIA report or the determination of preservation sites, and which source from the 
administrative and judicial disputes acceptable by the Ministry, until the settlement of disputes. 
 
 

Other Contributions: 
 

1- The infrastructure constructions shall not commence until the projects related with the infrastructure 
facilities, which shall be realized by the investors or to which the investors shall contribute, are approved 
by the Ministry and/or related public institutions. 

 
2-The investor shall take all the measures (including noise reduction) to prevent disturbance of the 
facilities in operation in neighbouring parcels during the construction. 
 
3-Environmental pollution shall be avoided. 
 
4-Investors to be granted for preliminary permit for infrastructure projects and applications shall become 
members of the units and/or companies incorparated/to be incorporated at the location. In addition, 
incorporation of infrastructure companies might be requested by the Ministry from the investors for the 
areas in which incorporation of a union and/or company is not stipulated in the specification.  
 
5- At phase of the evaluation of the allocation applications, during preliminary permit and financial 
allocation periods, in the event of the realization of facility becoming impossible due to disputes emerging 
at the related local administrations and the public institutions (plan approval, land ownership disputes, 
construction and housing license problems and/or determination as an area of conservation) the investor 
shall commit not to demand any indemnity. The Ministry shall not be responsible against the investor, 
except for returning of the bond to the investor. the investor shall not be entitled to any claims in this case. 
 
6-The utilization fee (easement rights, land rights, lease) for the first year subject land allocation shall be 
determined as per Article 19 of “The Regulations on Allocation of Public Land to the Tourism 
Investments.” For buildings, Article 20 shall be applied. The date of issuance of the tourism investment 
certificate, capacity and unit costs determined by the General Directorate of Turkish Development Bank 
Inc. Co. For the respective year shall be taken as the basis for the determination of said fee. However, 
said annual leasing cost shall be redetermined for the subsequent years by the Ministry of Finance. 
 
Regarding the immovables under the ownership of the Special Provincial Administration, Municipalities or 
Village Corporate Bodies; The Ministry shall determine the investor and notify the related administration. 
The investor shall execute the subsequent processes with the administration. Thereafter, issues related 
with lease and payment terms, guarantee values and matters determined by the Ministry related with the 
facility shall be determined in the lease contract to be signed between the firm and the related 
administration. The shares to be collected from the annual revenue at rates defined in this specification 
shall be paid to the related administration. 
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7-All annual payments and shares to be collected from the annual income for the allocated land shall be 
paid in times as stated in the principles and fundamentals of the agreement to be signed with the Ministry 
of Finance. 
 
8-On annulment of the preliminary permit or allocation due to lack of conformity with the conditions 
(preliminary permit, final allocation and agreement conditions) defined by the Ministry, the allocated public 
land (together with all constructed items, notwithstanding their phase) shall be foreclose to the treasury 
without the need of a court sentence or official notification. The stage of the construction is required to be 
defined by the courts, by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism or The Ministry of Finance. 
 
All materials that are not used in the construction but stored on the land shall be returned to the investor 
on self paid transfer cost condition. The investor cannot claim any indemnity or other rights from the 
Ministry and the security is conerted to the cash and foreclosed to the treasury.  
 
9-Following the preliminary permit, companies granted allocation, and share holders of the incorporation 
to be established as required by the specification, shall not be entitled to transfer their shares or the 
allocation to third parties unless approved by the Ministry. In the event of transfers of shares to third 
parties without approval of the Ministry, preliminary permit/final allocation is annulled. 
 
10-Land use decisions and capacity might be changed by plan revisions made in accordance with 
“Coastal Law No.3621, as amended by Law No.3830” and relevant implementation regulations. In this 
case the changes of leasing in the amounts connected to the letter of performance security are 
reevaluated. following the plan revisions, the land may become unsuitable to establish a facility under 
these conditions, transactions are fulfilled in line with the provisions of articles 5 and 8. 

 
11-In thermal tourism facilities, the provisions of the “Regulations of Utilization Rights and Operation 
Procedures and Provision of Thermal Waters Within Tourism Areas and Centers” published in the Official 
Gazette dated 31.12.1993 and No.21805 shall be implemented. 

 
12- In case of the allocation to be realized in the area forest status, in accordance with the provisions of 
the Forestry Law No. 6831, 3 % of the investment cost is collected for once by five equal instalments and 
in a five-year period, beginning from the third year of the allocation date, and foreclosed to the budget in 
accordance with the provisions of Law on The Regulations of Private Income and Appropriations and 
Amendments To Some Laws and Decree Laws, dated 14.07.2004, No. 5217. In addition, whenever sort, 
class or capacity of the facility is changed, this cost is foreclosed to the budget in proportion with the unit 
costs in the date of the final permits.

In the case of detention of 
preparing the sub-scale plans, 1/5.000 scale Master Plan and 1/1.000 scale Implementation Plan along 
with the tree surveys (to be evaluated by the related regional directorates of the Ministry of Environment 
and Forestry and the report shall be provided) and shall be prepared by the investor and submitted to The 
Ministry of Culture and Tourism. Geological and geo-technical survey reports, approved by the related 
administration for the area shall be presented with the plans at submission of the plan to approval.

INFRASTRUCTURE STATUS 

 
The infrastructure  services of the area located in the border of the Yalova Municipality will be integrated 
into the existing infrastructure belonging to Yalova quartering. 
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Urban infrastructure services that are inefficient for the requirements shall be realized by The 
Municipalitiy, related public institutions and/or the investors or the required financial contribution shall be 
made. 
 
OTHER INFORMATION 
 
1) The revision for 1/5.000 scale Yalova Thermal Tourism Town Master Plan, approved by the Yalova 
Municipality on 05.12.2005, has been prepared and is at the phase of approval. 
 
2) The Investments who will receive the allocation shall incorporate an association in order to provide the 
geothermal water usage that is concerned with works of the thermal water supply, distribution, usage, 
drilling, re-injection etc. and to remove other infrastructure problems, to act collectively, and to make 
national and international promotion. In case of not being adequate enterpreneur, it is the compulsory to 
become a shareholder of the company which will be established by the pioneer of Governorship for the 
same purposes. The new companies which shall receive the allocation shall be obliged to become a 
shareholders/members of the association by the payment of the required contribution shares or 
membership dues. The allocation procedures for the potential investors failing to become a shareholder 
of the association or fulfilling the liabilities in the preliminary permit period, shall not be realized. 
  
3) Land use status of special parcels no. 1,2,3,4,5,6 have been determined as Tourism Facility Area as 
per the decisions of 1/5.000 scale Yalova Thermal Tourism Town Master Plan. In case of being 
demanded, Thermal Cure Facility Area might be also realized in these parcels. In the event of being 
construction the Cure Facility, The Cure Facility closed area shall be specified as m² on condition that the 
construction ratios determined with the plan are not exceed. The total investment cost shall be calculated 
according to this.  
 
4) Special parcels no. 1 and 2 is composed of lot 317, parcel no. 12 ; special parcel no. 3 is composed of 
lot 317, parcel no. 2 and a part of the parcels no. 7 and 11 ; special parcel no. 4 is composed of lot 317, a 
part of the parcels no. 7 and 11 ; special parcel no. 5 is composed of lot 317, a part of the parcel no. 7 ; 
special parcel no. 6 is composed of lot 317, a part of the parcels no. 7 and 8 ; special parcel no. 7 is 
composed of lot 317, a part of the parcel no. 7 ; special parcel no. 8 is composed of lot 317, a part of the 
parcels no. 7 and 8 ; Golf and Accomodation Area (G1) is composed of lot 317, a part of the parcels no. 7 
and 8. The sizes of the parcels subject to the allocation have been given approximately. Actual area sizes 
shall be determined after the preparation and submission of 1/1.000 scale Implementation Plan for 
receiving the opinion of the Ministry and approval of Yalova Municipality following allotment, 
relinquishment, integration, parceling etc. processes to be realized by the investor as per 1/1.000 scale 
Implementation Plan and final allocation shall be realized thereafter. 
 
5) At the special parcel no. G1, principal accommodation facility might be realized with the 18 holes golf 
area. In this case, the conditions of E : 0,08 and HMax : 15,00 mt (4 storey) shall be implemented. 
However the capacity of accommodation facility to be realized at the special parcel no. G1 shall be 
maximum 500 beds. The golf area arrangements shall be made at the same level and simultaneously 
with the accommodation facility construction. The accommodation facilities shall not be issued a building 
utilization permit and tourism establishment certificate until the golf area arrangements is completed.  
 
6) In the event of the area subject to the allocation being declared as The Culture and Tourism 
Conservation and Development Region or Tourism Center, The possibility of the thermal water allocation 
shall be evaluated in the final allocation phase as per The Regulation for Utilization Rights and Operation 
Conditions and Rules for Thermal Waters Within the Tourism Areas and Centers published in the Official 
Gazette dated 31.12.1993 and No. 21805. The research of the new thermal potential source areas in the 
region continues and the thermal water supply shall be provided in case of producing thermal water from 
the drilling wells that will be opened in this research.     
 
7) The thermal cure facility in the area subject to the allocation shall be realized by conforming the 
qualifications determined in The Regulations on Certification and Qualifications of Tourism Facilities. In 
this area accommodation facility cannot be established.  
 
8) The required facility and operation permits shall be obtained by realizing the processes 
according to The Regulations on Thermal Springs published in the Official Gazete dated 
24.07.2001, No.24472, enforced by the Ministry of Health. 
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9) For the Thermal Cure Facility Area subject to the allocation, the site plan approved by the related 
municipality shall be submitted with the documents at the preliminary permit phase.  
 
10) Applications shall be made by defining sort and class of the facility within the scope of The 
Regulations on Certification and Qualifications of Tourism Facilities. 

11) The sentences of “The Regulation on the Building Constructed in the Devasted Areas” shall be 
conformed. 

12) At the phase of the preparation the 1/1.000 scale Implementation Plan belonging to the areas opened 
for the settlement, in case of being produced restriction or proposition concerned with structuring in the 
geological and geo-technical survey reports; these restrictions shall be conformed and numbers of storey 
determined in the 1/5.000 scale Master Plan shall be reduced. 
 
13) In special parcel no. 7 subject to the allocation as “Thermal Cure Facility”, closed construction area 
might be used as 23.440 m² by using the construction ratio completely given in the Implemetation Plan.
